Preventative Fungicide Programs
 • Begin when 2” soil temperatures average 60°F for five 

consecutive days

 •  Start with applications on 3-4 week intervals (be sure to water-in) 
until summer heat starts. As summer heat sets in, move to 14-day 
intervals and water to move fungicides to the depth of rooting

 • Rotating modes of action is critical to limit the chance of 
resistance and to maximize control over the wide range of 
Pythium species
