Notice (PRN) 98-10 for the above referenced product. The Registration Division (RD) has conducted a 
review of this request for its applicability under PRN 98-10 and finds that the action requested falls within 
the scope of PRN 98-10.

The label submitted with the application has been stamped “Notification” and will be placed in our 
records. Note that you must correct the spelling of “naphthalene” in the final printed label.

VEGETABLE AND ORNAMENTAL WEEDER is a preemergence herbicide for the control of annual grasses and 
broadleaf weeds in ornamental trees, ornamental woody shrubs, ornamental groundcovers, roses, established 
flowers and vegetable gardens. 

VEGETABLE AND ORNAMENTAL WEEDER is a preemergence herbicide which provides a long-lasting control of 
annual grasses and broadleaf weeds (see following list). VEGETABLE AND ORNAMENTAL WEEDER controls 
weeds by killing their seeds as they germinate. It does not control established weeds. 

VEGETABLE AND ORNAMENTAL WEEDER is recommended for use on a wide variety of vegetables, ornamental 
trees, ornamental groundcovers, shrubs and flowers.

Mix 3 fluid ounces of VEGETABLE AND ORNAMENTAL WEEDER in 2 gallons of water and apply to 1,000 square 
feet. Start with a clean spray tank. Fill sprayer 1/2 full with clean water, then add VEGETABLE AND ORNAMENTAL 
WEEDER. Finish filling sprayer with water and shake occasionally to keep solution mixed. Spray solution directly onto 
soil.   Follow application within 24 hours with 1/2 inch rain or its equivalent in sprinkler irrigation or poor weed control 
will result.
