PyGar has been developed for the professional pest 
management industry.

In the past most natural insecticides were primarily 
horticultural products that were then adapted for use 
in professional pest management treatments.  Their 
labels were quite complex and full of information that 
was not relevant for today’s pest controller.

Recently there has been a move within the 
horticultural sector to remove piperonyl butoxide 
(PBO) from their products.  This allows the product to 
be used on certified organic crops, and eliminate PBO 
MRL values on food crops.

Why add PBO?  Pyrethrum on its own is a fast acting 
contact poison that ‘knocks down’ susceptible insects. 
Insects are left paralyzed by the toxic effect of
pyrethrum. The normal function of the nervous system 
is affected, stimulating repetitive nerve discharges 
leading to paralysis. However, some insects
are able to recover after the initial knockdown.

The addition of the synergist PBO to our natural 
pyrethrum formulation reduces the insects’ ability to 
quickly metabolise and de-toxify the natural 
pyrethrum, therefore giving effective control and 
enhancing kill.

Without PBO it is likely a lower level of kill will be 
achieved resulting in poor control.
